The Fern Bluff MUD board is happy to announce that during the first quarter of this year, deed restriction compliance 
reached one of the highest levels since January 2007!  This level of commitment from our residents is exciting to see 
as it helps to keep our neighborhoods clean and presentable for prospective homebuyers moving into the area. 
This in turn helps to keep our home values high, which is especially encouraging if you must sell, or choose to sell 
your home.  Additionally, we avoided what appeared to be probable legal action with a resident by explaining 
that it was in their neighborhood by-laws to fulfill certain requirements.  We are thankful that a positive resolution was 
reached as it saved substantial resources, and also spruced up this portion of the neighborhood in the process. 

Along with our commitment to restrictive covenant enforcement, and the subsequent beautification of our 
neighborhoods, our district must protect our storm gutters; please clean up all yard debris after yard maintenance. 
Grass clippings, small limbs and leaves blown and left in the streets find their way into the storm drains and do not 
allow the run off of excess rainfall, which can cause standing water or street flooding.  Yard debris will either end up 
in a neighboring yard or remain on the streets, and this makes street sweeping harder and more expensive.
